Module: PCF Portfolio

Description:

In order to fulfill its objectives, the PCF intends to achieve a balanced portfolio both from the geographic and technological perspective.  

Approximately half of the investments will be made in economies in transition demonstrating JI, and half will be made in developing countries facilitating the CDM. The major emphasis will be placed on renewable energy and energy efficiency projects, which have a great potential for replication and for reducing climate change at a reasonable cost.  In order to ensure that carbon finance is applied to a diversity of projects, the PCF portfolio development criteria stipulate that no more than approximately 25 percent of the Fund’s assets should be put into projects using the same technology.  Where permitted under the Protocol, a small number of forestry, land use and land-use-change (LULUCF) will also be identified.
